Just three years ago Kristen joined the Women’s Business Center’s (WBC) Elevate Advisory Group. Becoming very
focused on building her strategy for growth and achieving her goals, Kristen has seen great expansion in her
business. Sport Nation has seen, minimally, a 30% increase in revenues each year, hired a full-time employee and
expanded the office space. To further success, in 2017, when the Buffalo Sabres were hosting the International Ice
Hockey Federation U20 World Juniors, Kristen earned the contract to manage the entire event’s fan and media
housing. This contract not only was a great win for Sport Nation’s revenue, it also achieved four strategic points of
business Kristen was working towards attaining: with the Sabres, an International tournament, in the winter and in
the sport of hockey.

Kris is doing an incredible job utilizing the resources at the WBC, her Advisory Group’s expertise and the Canisius
College student connection to keep her positive growth trend. Exceeding expectations, Sport Nation surpassed
2017 revenues early on in 2018 and is working on other business expansions for the future.
